ADMISSION DEADLINE

Late applications will be accepted where vacancies exist.

CRITERIA AND CONSIDERATIONS

Rowland Hall seeks a student body that is characterized by ethnic, cultural, racial, religious, and socio-economic diversity, as well as
gender balance. Among our priorities as educators is the creation of a vibrant and inclusive community -- intellectually stimulating and
socially supportive -- which prepares students to live, work, and thrive in a multicultural world. When making a decision the admission
committee considers many factors. In addition to an individual’s motivation and academic progress, the committee is interested in
contributions the applicant has made to his or her community, as well as the artistic, athletic, and outdoor acivities pursued apart from
school.

Once all application materials have been received and the applicant has been assessed or tested, the applicant’s file is reviewed by the
admission committee. The committee meets regularly during the spring to consider applications for fall enrollment, and as needed at other
times during the year. A letter will advise parents of the committee’s decision.
