I’m sure you’re all familiar with 
our theater director and teacher Gary 
Lindemann. But I’ll bet there are a 
couple things you’d be surprised to 
know about Mr. Lindemann. Of his 
childhood shopping experiences for 
example, he says, “We couldn’t buy 
anything at the store that couldn’t be 
raised on the farm.” They wore hand-
made clothes--including undergar-
ments--every day. What’s more, on 
Sundays, holidays, and the first day 
of school, Gary and his siblings wore 
traditional Amish clothes.

You see, Gary’s father was Amish 
and his mother Quaker. Gary’s father 
is what’s called Old Amish, which 
basically means he had a basic-ne-
cessity, only-take-what-you-need 
upbringing, as did Gary’s Quaker 
mother. Maybe having parents like 
these makes it seem like trying to be 
a normal teenager in the ‘70s would 
be hard. But it didn’t keep Gary from 
going to Woodstock (without Mom 
and Dad’s permission, of course). 
Although he rebelled by going to 
Woodstock, Gary now expresses joy 
and gratitude for his faith-based up-
bringing, which many of us would 
consider strict. 

Gary told me he and his siblings 
enjoyed the Amish clothes, which 
were comfortable. He says, “We nev-
er felt we were deprived - we had a 
wealth of love and nice handmade 
items.”

Now to bring it back to present-
day Gary. Gary hasn’t strictly fol-
lowed his Amish and Quaker up-
bringing through his adult life. If he 
did, he probably wouldn’t be here 
at Rowland Hall. Still, he feels con-
nected to his spiritual past; he says, 
“I constantly find myself returning to 
old Amish traditions,” which he calls 
“a way of living one’s faith in a rap-
idly changing world.”

If any of you have ever been to 
Gary’s house, you probably noticed 
his lack of decorations, pictures, and a 
TV. He says his plain style has a com-
forting effect. In every sense, he limits 
his use of technology; he has no cell 
phone, no camera, no television, and 
he uses his computer as little as pos-
sible. These decisions are just some 
examples of how Gary maintains his 
Amish/Quaker roots in what he calls 
“the out world.” Although he uses 
technology for a living, he strives to 
“find peace and balance by living 
simply and plainly.”
